1. Minutes of the last meeting -None.
2. Declaration of Interests- Cllr Calvert declared a personal interest in item DC/26/0272 and did not take part in any discussions regarding this item.
Cllr Finnegan declared an interest in application DC/26/0272 in that she lived nearby and made comments on the application as a member of the public.
3. Members of the public - 1
V. Finnegan as a Member of the public made the following comments on DC/26/0272:

V Finnegan was disappointed to see that this was a retrospective application.  As the application is for office/education the hours of operation should reflect this change of use.  The hours of operation should be normal office hours with no use in evenings, weekends and bank holidays.  There was a question as to whether further requirements were needed as they were going to be for education use and so were more requirements needed in respect of children.  Also, it was noted that there were some concerns regarding the Battery Energy Storage Site being so close to the change of use application.  There were also some concerns with regard to the signage on the A264 and a traffic management plan should be sought.
4. Applications 
DC/26/0259 – 2 Brockwell Cottages, Faygate Lane, Faygate
Demolition of existing conservatory and erection of single-story rear extension.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council considered the footprint to be close to the neighbor’s boundary but no other comments.

DC/26/0020 – 66 Rookfield Road, Faygate, West Sussex

Conversion of garage into habitable living space (retrospective)

RESOLVED that Colgate Parish Council are disappointed that this is a retrospective application and sought clarification what the habitable living space was going to be for – was it for office space?

DC/26/0272 – Holmbush Farm Crawley Road, Faygate, West Sussex 

Part-retrospective change of use from agricultural to mixed use comprising agriculture and education/training workshops including external alterations.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council would seek normal hours of operation in line with office hours for the educational part of the business.

DC/26/0312 -Brook House, Wimland Road, Faygate, West Sussex

Installation of an electric vehicle (EV) charging point on boundary wall (listed building)

RESOLVED that the Parish Council would refer the application to the Conservation Officer at Horsham to ensure care was taken during installation to protect the heritage asset of this grade 2 building.

DC/26/0311 – Brook House, Wimland Road, Faygate , West Sussex
Installation of an electric vehicle (EV) charging point on boundary wall (householder application)

RESOLVED that the Parish Council refer to the comments made for the listed building application.


DC/26/0427  - Land to the Northwest of Coach House, Blackhouse Road, Colgate


Erection of single story (self- build) dwelling

RESOLVED that Colgate Parish Council OBJECTS to the application as it is outside of the village boundary and built-up area.  The application falls within an AONB area and is not an existing building or sustainable.  The building is not essential.  No information is provided with regard to services.

DC/26/0352 – New House Farm, Old Crawley Road, Faygate, West Sussex

Erection of buildings comprising 4 no commercial units, creation of new vehicle access to Old Crawley Road and associated car parking and landscaping.
RESOLVED that Colgate Parish Council has some concerns with regard to the overall size and what will be stored in the commercial units.  There is no mention of services.
