c) Reserves and Earmarked Reserves (EMR) amounts were discussed. The Parish Council had £6,673.82 surplus for the year ending 31st March so agreed to place the surplus monies as follows:

· £1000 to Colgate Village Hall Play area fund (in addition to existing £1000 held in EMR).
· £1000 to Faygate Village Play Area with a condition that the monies must be allocated and claimed by End of February 2027

· £1000 to existing Kilnwood Vale Community Hall Fit Out EMR
· Add £1000 to the speed sign EMR and consider purchase of speed sign for Roffey end of village

· Add £2,673.82 remaining surplus to General Reserves.

Note: A small adjustment to Bank Interest received was identified after the meeting resulting in the final surplus increasing by £66.19 to £6,740.01. Resulting in £2,740.01 to be added to the General Reserves 
All Councillors Agreed the allocation of funds.
A new Reserves sheet would be circulated at the next meeting.

d) Grant Application –

· Colgate Village Hall - £1500.
All Councillors agreed the award and payment of the grant for a new Audio/Visual System (AVS) for Colgate Village Hall with £1000 being paid from grant monies.

Once installed the AVS can be utilised by the Parish Council for presenting documents and plans during Full and Planning meetings.  All Councillors approved the use of £500 being paid from the Paperless Planning EMR to the installation of the new AVS.

8. Parish Assets

· Next Report on all assets due July 2026 including defibs monthly check. (VF)

Library, bus stops and defibs all checked.  The Clerk had checked with Sussex Heart Charity and Circuit regarding the two defibs with out-of-date pads.  The supply of these pads is apparently a national problem.  The advice from Sussex Heart Charity was to re-register the defibs on Circuit as they could still be used in an emergency.  In the meantime, the Clerk will check to see if the other brands of pads could be used.

The defib at Kilnwood Primary school was coming away from the fixtures on the wall.  The Clerk will try and get a quote for a repair.

· Fingerpost- update 

The fingerpost arms were currently with the Men in the Shed for repair.
· Litter picking – a local Group had volunteered their services regarding litter picking.  A suggestion was made that perhaps they could assist with footpath clearing.  There were a couple of paths that had become overgrown and impassable.  It was also suggested that these footpaths should be reported to WSCC footpaths ranger.

· The Clerk would request an update on any enforcement issues and report back in due course.
